Our
district goal with this program is to get all Segic Math students to the proficient level on thevd Test of Educational
Development.

This fall, the district purchased twenty TI-Nspgephing calculators and five motion detectorsriagphand-
held technology into the math classroom. Algebrandl §' Math students have used TI-Nspire documents tpefee
their understanding of equivalence, the distribautroperty, and variable expressions. As the peagresses, students
will use the motion detectors to collect real datanalyze using the math concepts they are stgdyihese calculators
can also be changed to be TI-84 graphing calcidatenich the 8 Math students have used to learn more about agebr
concepts.

The math and high school science departments plaapply for and receive a grant to purchase adwitio
graphing calculators and probes to expand the tiskiotechnology in Geometry, Algebra 2, Pre-Chlsu Biology,
Chemistry, and Physics classes.

Finally, at the beginning of the school year, Pigetsra and Algebra 1 students had the opportuaisign up for an on-
line homework help resource called Nutshell Matfv{v.nutshellmath.cojn A few Geometry students and one Algebra
2 student are also using this resource. Studeatalde to log in and hear again the day’s mat$oles If they are having
trouble with a specific problem, they may go tat fiblem and see how to do problems similar tatheblesome prob-
lem. The website is aligned with our high schoakimtextbooks so students can also keep up withghelies at home

if they are absent on a particular day. Technolegy longer taught as a separate subject, batisded in all of our
curricula — as it should be.
